British business requires an effective transport network. A
survey undertaken by the British Chambers of Commerce
(BCC) amongst Chamber Members in 2007 showed that the
majority of businesses across the UK did not feel we had
this, and as a result the economy was suffering.

As things stand, we do not believe that the Government’s
attempts to address failings in the transport system are
translating into the improvements that businesses need to
see. We believe that the reputation of the UK as an
accessible nation and a good place to do business is being
undermined by a woefully inadequate transport system; the
ability of business to compete in a global market place is at
stake, as are jobs and the future economic attractiveness of
the UK as a vibrant and competitive economy.

In order to ensure continuing pressure is placed on
government to support businesses we are seeking to update
our transport survey findings and would like you to tell us
about your experiences and views of the transport related
issues you face.
